Title: *German 1 (70110)

Department: World Languages

Credits: 1 credit

Length: 2 semesters

Elective or Required: Elective

Grade Level: Grades 9-12

Meeting Schedule: Period four.

Prerequisites: none

Course Description:

German 1 is an elective course open to all students. The major objective of the course is to teach students the basic
components of an inflected language. This objective is met by teaching the pronunciation of the German language, the
grammatical structure of sentences, teaching simple phrases, and basic translating. The student will develop the skills
necessary to talk about themselves (personal information, family, hobbies, opinions etc).

Parent-Instructor Communication

The instructor will strive to contact the parents when he observes tendencies including - but not limited to -
the following: lack of academic effort, poor and failing grades, and classroom misconduct. Parents are urged
to communicate with the instructor when they have questions and concerns. Email is usually the most
efficient means to contact the instructor. The instructor will make every effort to respond to voice mails and
emails in a timely manner.

Course Details
Course Purpose: German one is a course in which students will develop the necessary skills to communicate
in German on a basic level.

Course Goals:
This course will:
e Develop an appreciation for a foreign culture
e Develop an understanding of an inflected language
e Develop skills in communication

Course Outcomes:
The students will:
e Learn basic grammar to create sentences, questions and commands in German
e  Practice communication in German in listening, writing, reading and speaking
e Beable to use German to talk about themselves (names, age, where they live, interests etc)
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Student Materials:
e  Course Textbook Deutsch Aktuell 1
e Notebook and Three ring binder
e Dictionary will be found online.

Instructional Strategies

Although there will be regular short homework assignments, most learning will be done during the class
period under the guidance and direction of the teacher. Itis of utmost importance that the student
participates in all activities in order to improve and learn from any mistakes. Classroom instruction will be as
follows:

1. Grammar and Vocabulary

The building blocks of the language! The teacher will explain the grammar of the language in easy to handle
steps. The student will have opportunity to refine their understanding of the grammar in regular speaking
and writing situations. It is important that the student not get behind within each step.

2. Practice Stage

This is the most important stage of LEARNING the language!

It is important that each person participate in ALL activities!
Internet, Group work, Real life situations, Landeskunde, games etc.

You will be graded on participation. This grade is 10% of your quarter grade.

3. Homework

This will be daily and increase in difficulty throughout the units.

It is important that the student make sense of what is being done with the activities! If there is question, be
sure to ask the teacher for clarification. Homework is used primarily for a checking stage in which both the
student and the teacher see where more attention needs to be given.

This grade is 10% of vour quarter grade.

4. Quiz
There will be Quizzes to help “weed out” the mistakes prior to a test.
A final quiz will be given prior to testing to check for understanding.

Quiz grades make up 20% of your quarter grade.

5. Tests

Each unit will end with a test to check your understanding of the Grammar and Vocabulary within the
communicative Function of the Unit.

Test grades make up 60% of your quarter grade.

There will be an exam at the end of each Semester to demonstrate that you really have learned and retained
all of the material.

Semester grades = 20% exam grade plus 40% each quarter grade.

6. Video Series
Listening skills, vocabulary and conversation will be learned in a more relaxed setting based on a “soap
opera” video designed in connection to the Deutsch Aktuell text book.

7. Lesen/reading
Reading is treated as a “mini-unit” with vocabulary and content questions.
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8. Daily opener activities: Was gibt’s Neues?
This is part of participation! Have fun with the language!! This is a year-long activity that increases in length
and difficulty as the students improve their skills.

Quizzes—20%
Projects—10%
Tests—60%

It is necessary to understand that everything is done to help the student recognize and learn from mistakes.
Please understand the weight of the test assumes that the student has been using the helps during the
homework stages. As is clear from the Homework policy (www.kmlhs.org/schmandt), homework is intended
to be a non-threatening means to accomplish learning. In order to geta 100% on homework, a student
simply has to be faithful at his/her attempts at home and faithful in his/her listening and learning during
class. If this is done correctly, it is sincerely hoped that tests are simply an opportunity to show individually
what has been clear as a class—namely that the student indeed does understand what we have been
practicing. Tests will never be used as an opportunity for the teacher to push beyond what we have already
covered.

Grades will be entered as a “0” and then
adjusted when the work is turned in and graded.

e Any Quizzes or tests that were given on the day of an absence must also be made up in this time
frame. Exceptions will be handled on a case by case basis.

1. Be courteous and respectful of both teacher and classmates
2. Be on time and prepared
3. Care for the property of the school.
--leave all food and drink, other than water outside the classroom
4. Follow all procedures and policies.

Consequences for misbehaving (not participating)
Not participating comes in two forms...
1—not trying 2—disrupting class
If everyone participates faithfully and contributes to class, then there will be no problems.

If, however someone continually causes problems in class, the following will take place.

1. you will be warned if you are making it difficult for me to teach or others to learn.
That should be enough, but if it continues...

2. You will be required to see me after class.

3. Ifyou still don’t get it, and continue to cause trouble, you'll be given a detention and may be temporarily
removed from class until we can resolve the problem.

4. Being an elective, if this sequence of events becomes common, you may be asked to choose an alternate
class.

Leaving the Classroom

¢ Ifyou need to leave the classroom for a scheduled appointment (doctor, student council, etc.), get a
preplan completed at least one day before the absence. Remind the teacher as you enter the
classroom and get a pass initialed. Raise your hand when the time comes to leave to get the
teacher’s attention. Pack your materials and leave.

+ Ifyou need to use the restroom immediately because you are ill raise your hand to get the teacher’s
attention, go to the restroom and then explain your departure to the teacher when you return.

+« Ifyou need to use the restroom or need to return to your locker before the end of the class period,
pick up a “German Class Pass” to take with you. Only one person per pass. If the pass is already in
use, you will have to wait.

Dismissal from the Classroom
*  The teacher dismisses you, not the bell. When the class is over, stay in the room with the door closed

so as not to disturb surrounding classes.

Cell Phone/electronic Device Usage
e Devices should be on at the start of class and ready for use during the period.
e Restricted use time:
--If the “red” sign is up, the class will not be allowed on any device during that time.
e Cell Phones/devices are not to be used for personal use during instructional time.
--including but not limited to texting, snapchatting, gaming, any non-class activity.
--Students are expected to respect all requests by the teacher regarding proper and improper use.
e Refusal to submit to teacher requests may result in confiscation of the device and a $20 fine.
